The transition period in Western Balkans countries was
characterized by:

A Enactment of numerous laws, some introduced for the first time
into the legal setting of the country,

A Rapid adoption of laws without enough time to make the needed
analyses or to check their impacts and compliance with other
regulation within the ¢ o u n tlegay system,

A Problems in the implementation phase, thus requiring frequent
changes in the laws.

U Favorable legal and regulatory environments assumes
the existence of:

A High-quality, modern, market oriented laws
A Adequate institutional infrastructure

Improvement regarding the quality of laws, regarding
their implementation.

U The improvement is evident particularly in the field of
economic legislation.

Excessive regulation in other areas

Existence of obsolete laws inherited from the period of
socialism

0 Cases of fast drafting and enactment of laws without
adequate support from experts

Absence of a unique central registry of existing norms

Lack of capacity within the ministries and other
administrative bodies for drafting wide variety of laws
and introducing regulatory impact analysis

U Insufficient development of the system institutions
necessary for implementation of laws
